T he statistics are staggeringé 

 

One woman in eight either has or will develop breast cancer in her lifetime. This year alone, it  

is estimated more than 230,000 women and 2,140 men in America will be diagnosed with 

breast cancer. Of those diagnosed, an estimated 39,520 will die from the disease. 

 

Breast cancer is the second leading cause of death for all women and the leading overall 

cause of cancer death in women between the ages of 20 and 59. About 1 in 8 women in the 

United States will develop breast cancer over the course of her lifetime. More than 1 in 4 

cancers in women are breast cancer. A woman will die of breast cancer every 13 minutes. 

 

African American women have a higher breast cancer death rate than women of any other 

racial or ethnic population. 

 

Breast cancer is a real threat that can and has impacted so many lives. This season, the Ste-

phens College volleyball team is doing its part to raise awareness about the disease. 

 

Through a grant from the Mid-Missouri Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure®, the Stars 

have dedicated their 2011 season to raising awareness of and funds to fight this dreaded 

disease. 

 

Our theme for this season will be "Pink Out for the Cure." 

 

Stephens Volleyball is proud to join the more than 100,000 breast cancer survivors and ac-

tivist around the world in spreading the word about breast cancer awareness and prevention. 

Our goal is to share that information about prevention and awareness with fellow Stephens  

College students and our community thru dedicating our season to the cause.
