Tuition Bills
Beginning with the spring 2009 semester, Stephens College is changing its procedures for student accounts receivable. Effective the spring 2009 semester, Stephens will bill all students enrolled as of January 5, 2009 prior to classes beginning (the week of January 5).  Payment must be made by the end of the month, application for financial aid filed or a payment plan entered into in order to remain in good standing with the college. 
Payment Plans
Stephens has now entered into an agreement with Tuition Management Systems (TMS) for collection of student payment plan receipts. Students must either pay in full at the beginning of each term or sign up for a payment plan with TMS. The payment plan may be up to four equal installments per semester, unless the student enrolls mid-term, in which case the payment plan will be two equal installments. It is the student’s option to include the second eight-week term in the payment plan so that the payments are of equal amount. For example, it may be in the student’s best interest to enroll in all courses at the beginning of the term because the payment plan will be of equal installments for the remaining months in the term.

Example 1:  A student enrolls in a semester-long class (sixteen weeks) and also in a second session class (eight weeks). If the student enrolls in both classes prior to January 5, the student has the option of making payments for both classes in four equal installments between January and April. 

Example 2: A student enrolls in a semester-long class (sixteen weeks) prior to January 5. The student decides in February to add a second session class (eight weeks). The student will pay for the semester-long class in four installments, but the second session class that is added must be paid off in two installments between March and  April. 

If a dropped or withdrawn class results in a refund, it is the student’s responsibility to contact TMS to change their payment plan.
